In accordance with the provisions of Section 2279 of the California Food and
Agricultural Code, I am pleased to submit the 1977 Annual Crop Report for the
County of Kern.

1977 is the first year since 1969 in which the gross F.0.B. value of agricul-
tural production has not increased over the previous year's wvalue. The drought
and market conditions were major factors for a drop of almost 9% in value of
production. Increased costs of energy, materials, equipment and labor also
worked to cut profits of farmers. With the decrease of total value and increase
in costs this certainly was not one of the best years for our agricultural
industry.

Cotton again remained as the leading commodity, even though the wvalue was down
more than 46 million dollars. Rounding out the top ten in dellar wvalue were
Grapes, (attle & Calves, Potatoes, Alfalfa Hay, Citrus, Carrots, Almonds, Milk
(market & manufacturing) and Nursery Products. The total value for all agri-
cultural products was $799,042,900,

I wish to extend my sincere thanks to the Kern County growers, members of my
staff and all other firms and individuals who contributed teward the compila-
tion of this report.
