Gentlemen : 

I n  accordance wi th  the  p r o v i s i o n s  of Sec t ion  2279 o f  t h e  C a l i f o r n i a  Food & 
A g r i c u l t u r a l  Code, I am pleased t o  submjt t he  1978 Annual Crop Report  f o r  t he  
County o f  Kern. 

The t o t a l  Gross F.O.B. va lue  f o r  1978 was $793,706,500. For the  second consec- 
u t i v e  y e a r ,  Kern County has  dec l ined  i n  t o t a l  c rop  value .  Because o f  decreased 
income and inc reased  product ion c o s t s ,  t h i s  w i l l  n o t  be remembered a s  a banner 
y e a r  by many Kern County farmers .  

F i e l d  crops  and Rangeland va lue  decreased by 65 m i l l i o n  d o l l a r s .  The Imlk of  
t h i s  l o s s  was a t t r i b u t e d  t o  t h e  wors t  c o t t o n  crop on record s i n c e  1933. Y ie lds  
o f  only  594 l b s .  pe r  a c r e  r e s u l t e d  i n  a 48 m i l l i o n  d o l l a r  r educ t ion  i n  value  
over t h e  p rev ious  y e a r ' s  crop. A cornbination of  f a c t o r s  was blamed f o r  the  
poor product ion,  i nc lud ing  excess  mois ture  a t  p l a n t i n g  t ime,  s eve re  i n s e c t  pro- 
blems and an extended pe r iod  of  above normal h e a t  dur ing the  f r u i t i n g  pe r iod .  

On t h e  b r i g h t  s i d e ,  F r u i t  R Nut Crops showed a 39  m i l l i o n  d o l l a r  i nc rease  whi le  
L ives tock  R Pou l t ry  inc reased  by 10 m i l l i o n  dol l .ars .  Kern C o ~ ~ n t y  f o r  t h e  F i r s t  
t ime emerged a s  t h e  l ead ing  county i n  almond p r o d ~ ~ c t i o n .  Vegetable crops  net -  
t e d  a s l i g h t  decrease  i n  value  of  product ion wi th  some inc reas ing ,  whi le  o t h e r s  
decreased i n  value .  Le t tuce  h i t  a s h o r t  l i v e d  b r i g h t  s p o t  wher~ p r i c e s  r o s e  t o  
$18.00 a ca r ton  f o r  a few days.
