2279 of the  Cal i fornia  Food and Agricul ture  Code. 

The value of  crops i n  t h i s  r e p o r t  t o t a l i n g  $1,115,008,830 ind ica t e s  gross 
F.O.B. values and i n  no way ind ica t e s  p r o f i t s .  Although t h i s  is a healthy 
321 mi l l ion  d o l l a r  increase  over the  1978 r epor t ,  one needs t o  remember 
t h a t  1978 was a d i sa s t rous  yea r  f o r  our cot ton crop. 

Highlights of t h i s  r e p o r t  a r e :  1 )  Cotton r e tu rn ing  t o  normal production and 
showing an increased value o f  $146,902,008; 2) Almonds advancing from 5th 
t o  3rd i n  the  ranking of leading crops,  with an increase  of $89,753,000; 
3 )  Pis tachios  jumped from a ranking of  31s t  most valuable crop c l e a r  up t o  
the  number 12 spot .  There was a good crop and a l s o  more acreage entered 
i n t o  the  bearing age, r e s u l t i n g  i n  a $13,534,000 increased value over 1978. 
4 )  Cattle-Calves and Carrots each increased by over $20,000,000; while 
Al fa l f a  Hay increased over $18,000,000 i n  value.
