In accordance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agriculture Code, I submit the
Agricultural Crop Report for 1996.

The 1996 total value of agricultural commodities produced in Kern County is a precedent setting
$2,067,052,000. For the first time Kemn County has exceeded the $2 Billion mark. This
represents an increase of 4% over the revised 1995 total. Of further interest, the top four
commodities; Grapes, Cotton, Almonds, and Citrus together total over $1 Billion.

Cotton rebounded somewhat from the reduced yields in 1995 with a 17% increase. Grapes
remained the number one crop despite a slight decrease of -3.5%, primarily due to reduced
bearing acreage and lower yields. Ostrich, highlighted in the 1995 Crop Report, sold for 77%
over 1995 and 436% over 1994. Wheat increased by 98%, primarily due to an increase in acreage
by 49% and increase in price by 26%.

I want to extend a Thank You to all those who provide the Agricultural Commissioner’s Office
with the information necessary to compile such an extensive breakdown of Kern County’s
agriculture production. I also want to thank the staff of the Kem County Agricultural Department
for their efforts in developing the Crop Report each year.

These figures represent a GROSS receipt of producers and DO NOT take into account the

The Kern Cournty Agricuftural Commissioner’s Office /s participating in the statewide
implementation of a Geggraphic Information System (GIS) for agricufture. A GIS is a
computerized mapping and spatial analysis program that goes beyond the usual query and
examination tools available to database managers. A GIS combines data about a geographic
location with reference to that exact location on the Earth. Using a grid system, the described
location is visualized on a map and data about that location analyzed and displayed. What
makes this system unique is the relationship between the geography and the Earth itself. Every
point on the planet is uniquely identified in a GIS so that no two roads, houses, or fields can
occupy the same ground. This identification system provides the link between data that have
been collected about a feature and the feature as it exists on the Earth.

The cotton fields overiay a commercial road database and a djgitized township,

Agriculture, due to its geographic base and widespread use of maps, is a logical application for
this technology. By combining actual images of the area with a djgital road map and other
information, individual fields are mapped. Once this has been completed, cropping patterns,
yrelds, water usage, chemical applications, and pest/disease information can be visualized at the
field level. A GIS allows for the rapid and precise disp/ay of information in a format rnot possible
in the past. The old saying “a picture is worth a thousand words,” truly applies in this
application of moderrn computer technology.
